	Introduction
	Jamboree on the Air (JOTA) is an annual event in which about 500,000 Scouts and Guides all over the world make contact with each other by means of amateur radio. Jamboree on the Internet (JOTI) connects Scouts and Guides on the internet through Scout-operated Internet chat rooms such as ScoutLink as well as MSN, email, webpages, blogs. 

The goals of JOTA and JOTI are to bring Scouts and Guides together from around the world, foster communication between them, stimulate the free exchange of ideas, contribute to mutual confidence and respect, and create new friendships and cultural understanding. JOTA is not a contest.

	

	Principles of the Activity
	In order to get the most out of participation in JOTA and JOTI, Scouts and Guides will benefit from some exposure to the why’s and wherefore’s of the Jamboree before the actual event.  This program will teach Scouts and Guides about what they are doing, and why.

	Resources: Netiquette guidelines for participating in JOTI
Role play.  With a partner, practice “talking” to each other, as you would if you were on internet ie write down your conversation. (Equipment: Pens/pencils and paper or laptop—open up a new word document and type your conversation)  

Option 1: Instead of chatting by typing/writing, speak to your partner
Option 2: have a practice session on Scoutlink
