STATIC DISPLAYS

POINTS TO LOOK FOR
Display materials - appropriate to the location.
Location 
· Available space, display boards, lighting, power to site (if required)
· Will people be passing by and have time to stop and browse
· Are there any distractions that will compete for attention
 PLANNING 

·  Draw a plan of your display area
·  Your message
 Choose one or two maximum important things that will make the point
 Decide  what wording, captions, and pictures will do this best
·  Gather all your display materials and experiment with the best combination.
Make sure all printed material is either done on the computer or by a professional. NO HAND PRINTED LETTERING. Make it bright, make it appealing!
· Get help to put up the display. Don’t forget, sometimes two heads are better than one!
·  REMEMBER your Display Kit. pins, scissors, velcro, tapes and tools.
  USUFUL GUIDELNES FOR A STATIC DISPLAY 

·  Use VERTICAL displays where possible. If you need to use a table or shelf make sure to VARY the height. 
You can do this by slipping a box or boxes (different sizes) under a piece of material and putting, say a cap or a rugby top on the box.
·  The information that you want people to react to should be at eye level.
·  KEEP IT SIMPLE – plain headings, simple captions, uncluttered negative and positive space for maximum contrast.
·  Choose a plain background if you can or make one
·  Use large photographs that can been seen at least 5meters away.
·  If you are leaving brochures for collection PUT THEM IN A DISPENSER
· Go back and check the dispenser regularly.
 ALWAYS HAVE A CONTACT NAME AND NUMBER ON YOUR DISPLAY
