Include all trainers and staff for introductions. 
¶ LIC welcomes everyone briefly 
¶ Explains the ceremony 
¶ Colour Party to fall in 
¶ Participants to fall in and make a horseshoe as directed by LIC 
¶ Colour Party raises flag – LIC calls instructions so participants can hear. 

Remind participants of flag etiquette such as not trailing it on the 
ground, the importance of the escorts – protecting flag not bearer. 

 
LIC introduces trainers and other staff eg QMs  
 
First Aid, bathrooms, food, coffee, stairs, cords, parking, emergency 
procedure and assembly area 
 
 
Trainer’s choice. This could be used to put leaders into patrols. 
 
 
This could be done at registration. Patrol names should reflect B-Ps 
originals, eg birds, animals and flowers. (Another example of traditions)

SUGGESTED ACTIVITIES 

Divide new leaders into patrols at beginning of training. Explain that one of the ways we ensure a girls needs and wants are 
meet is through the use of the Patrol System. Explain that from now on the groups will be called patrols and that you will use 
patrol leaders to give out activities, explain instructions etc.  They will have the chance to elect a patrol leader later in the 
morning.  Depending on the size of the group, try to make the patrols with Leaders of similar aged girls ie put all the Leaders 
with guides aged 14-17 in the same patrol. A small group will obviously need to have mixed ages.
