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Learning Log

A learning log is a record of any learning that enhances your Guiding role.  This can include but is not limited to:

· Undertaking new activities with the Guide Unit

· Online ie web surfing for resources and information
· District / Region / State / National / International roles or events as either a participant or an organiser
· Committee roles
· Projects
· Training courses, seminars, conferences, workshops – face to face or online
· Using Learning Topics
· Completing Outdoor Modules

· Learning from work, home, other groups and activities.
Anything from which you learned something that you apply in your Guiding role can be included in your learning log.
You may keep your learning log in any format that suits your own style for example:

· computer based – word document, spread sheet, etc.

· notes on your smart phone 

· notes on the bottom of your training notes

· written journal

You do not have to keep a separate learning log for each of your roles.  
You should record the following:

· date

· the activity
· what you’ve learnt and how you apply your learning to your role/s.
You will be asked to share your learning log at Reviews.  Here is a suggested format.  Delete the examples and record your own learning.
